Dogs will not be allowed to participate in County 4-H Dog 

Workshops, the Larimer County Fair, or the Colorado State Fair 
without proof of current Rabies vaccination.  No exceptions. 
Proof of Parvovirus vaccine is also required for the Larimer 

County Fair and Colorado State Fair, so please plan ahead. 

Larimer County will continue to allow leased dogs to 
participate in the County 4-H program and the Larimer County 
Fair.  This program is designed to offer the opportunity of the 
dog project to members who are unable to own a dog.  Members 
who own a dog, or a family dog, are not eligible to also lease a 
dog for their project.  If you have any questions, please feel 
free to contact the Extension Office at 970-498-6000.  
Leased dogs are not allowed to participate in the 

Colorado State Fair 4-H Dog Show.
